VICE PRESIDENT, ALUMNI COUNCIL ANNUAL GIVING COMMITTEE

Description

The Annual Giving Committee Vice President is a distinguished alumnus/a of Seton Hall University School of Law and a member of the School of Law Alumni Association Council. The Vice President will promote unrestricted giving to the Law School Annual Fund in person and through various forms of communication with the alumni body at large and the Council.

Qualifications and Duties

1. He/she should be a current donor to the Annual Fund and maintain the same or greater level of support while in this position.

2. Serves as an advisor in reviewing the plans and strategies that relate to the direction of the Annual Fund.

3. Attends and participates in an initial training session for student and alumni phonathon callers each year.

4. Solicits and acknowledges Annual Fund gifts from the Council and selected others.

5. Will encourage and promote 100 percent Annual Fund participation rate from the Council.

6. Assists the Office of Alumni and Development with the initiation and implementation of new programs such as the Alumni Class Gift Program, Class Gift Program, Reunion Class Gift Program, Law Firm Gift Program and Challenges, etc. 

7. Assists in fundraising efforts for all areas and programs within the Law School, e.g. the Health Law program.

8. The Director of Annual Fund serves as the liaison for the Vice President, Annual Giving Committee and the Annual Giving Committee.

9. The Vice President will serve until December 31, 2002 (as defined by Alumni Association Constitution and By-Laws).
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
