They base their giving on the amount and frequency of support that a given university receives from its alumni and parents. These donations often total in the thousands, even millions of dollars. In the past 11 years, the Parents’ Campaign has raised over $900,000 for the benefit of current students.  $175,000 has helped to develop the Library computer lab.  Seventy-four separate scholarships have been distributed.  Funds were provided to help building the Student Rec Center and campus safety programs have been funded, implemented, and maintained by the Parents’ Association.  Most recently, the Parents’ Campaign established an endowed scholarship fund as well as made an investment in the Student Union Renovation project.
